A. Cover letter.
The cover letter is written by the person(s) naating the individual for the
award and should provide a broad overview and sumofadhe nominee’s
gualifications (e.g., awards, descriptions of exkmypservice, students taught and
advised, post-graduate achievements of former stafe

B. Documentation of accomplishments.
Supporting materials that document the nomineetemplishments in fisheries
education should be included in the applicatiorkpafe.g., curriculum vitae,
summaries of student evaluations).

C. L etters of support.
The best application packets generally contateref support from a diversity
of current and former students (i.e., undergradaategraduate students) and
colleagues. A maximum of six letters of supporiyrha included in the
nomination packet.
